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Louisiana Class Book

3rd Grade~50 minutes

Language Objectives: 


1. TSW work as a class to determine themes for a class book on Louisiana.

2. TSW write three sentences to describe the landscape or culture of Louisiana. 

3. TSW put the sentences in a logical sequence after reading and discussing all contributions to the book.

Visual Art Objectives:

1. TSW create a drawing or painting that illustrates the sentences written for the class book about Louisiana.

Anticipatory Set:   




5 min
TTW ask students what they think of when they hear “Louisiana.” “If you were going to create a symbol of our state, what would it be?” TTW ask for examples of symbols of other things such as the United States, the Olympics, etc.

Procedures:





5 min
TTW tell students that we are going to create a book for younger students to read to learn about Louisiana. TTW read the book Goodnight NOLA by to the students as examples of the type of book that we will write. TTW tell students that they will each create a page in this book by writing about Louisiana and creating an illustration to accompany the sentences. Other books may be used to explain the concept of illustration. 

Guided Practice: 





15 min
TSW brainstorm ideas of what kind of topics to include in the book. TTW assure that students are writing on different aspects of LA culture and may assign 1 or more students to be editor of the book. TTW tell students that they will need to develop their idea into an image and 3 complete sentences for their page. The students will create a draft of their sentence and may work on sketches of their page. TTW come around and assist students as they work out their ideas. 

Independent Practice: 




15 min
TSW create a page of the book using markers, watercolors, colored pencils and/or oil pastels. TTW remind students to leave a margin on the left to attach the page in a book. TTW provide a template so that students can punch holes in the right place for “binding.” TSW punch holes and reinforce them with hole protectors.

Closure: 






5 min
TTW ask students to share their pages and TTW and TSW decide on the best order for the pages. TSW put the pages in the correct order and “bind” the book with metal fasteners.

Materials:

Card stock

Markers

Crayons

Watercolors

Oil pastels

Template for holes

Hole protectors

Metal fasteners

Assessments:  

1. TTW observe that students are working together to decide on the best order of pages for the book.  

2. TTW observe students during guided practice to make sure that their topics are appropriate for the book and that their sentences are complete and grammatically correct. 

Accommodations:  

Students can work in pairs or small groups.
Students can do research and write longer passages.

Students can write poetry instead of prose.

Students can write shorter passages (such as an alphabet book).
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
